Annotation: The article is devoted to the topical issues of teaching history and law in a creative university,
an attempt is made to analyze the ways and methods of transferring historical and legal knowledge to students,
which they need both in their professional implementation and in the education of their general culture. The
purpose of the article is to consider the issues of methodological and substantive plan in the teaching of history
and law by teachers of higher educational institutions. The article uses analytical methods both in terms of the
analysis of the content component of the basic course of these disciplines, and the generalization of pedagogical
experience in the formation of the civil law culture of students. The system-dialectical approach allows us to
identify the priority goals and objectives of academic subjects, as well as the practice-oriented component of
history and law courses in a creative educational institution. Empirical methods include questionnaires,
interviews, and testing. The principles and features of teaching in theoretical and practical classes in history
and law are determined. In the course of this work, specific recommendations are given to change the
approaches to teaching historical and legal disciplines in higher education. The results of the study indicate the
feasibility of using methodological techniques in the use of new technologies in the process of teaching these
subjects. It is concluded that the relevant content of the historical and legal material should meet the needs of
modern students, develop not only their legal literacy, but also educate the active life position of the younger
generation.
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
