Annotation:  The economic security of the housing and communal services management company is an integral
part of national economic security. Despite the fact that each management company is a small economic entity,
together they play a significant role in economic processes, influencing the social climate both in a particular
region and in the country as a whole. For their part, social factors also affect the activities of management
companies. The study of the methodology for ensuring the economic security of economic entities allowed us to
conclude that the financial condition of the organization does not fully characte-rize the level of economic security
of the activities of the housing and communal services management company, since the indicators of normal
stability are the values of coefficients that do not reflect industry specifics. In this regard, other approaches should
be used to characterize the state of security or its absence for the housing and communal services management
company. One of the main threats to the management company is the inability to pay the bills of resource-
supplying organizations due to incomplete accumulation of funds of the population in the accounts. The reasons
may be abuse, and the calculated gap, which objectively takes place in a technological sense. Identifying the
causes and values of calculated gaps is an important task in ensuring economic security. It is proposed to solve
this problem using a cyclic approach. According to the data on cycles, it is possible to judge the presence or
absence of calculated gaps, their duration and related management decisions.
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
