Annotation:  The article is devoted to the analysis of the historical experience of the formation and development
of the institute of jurors in Russia. Attention is focused on the problem of the repressiveness of the jury trial in
Russia of the late XIX — early XX centuries. The data of various documentary sources are given, which allow us
to determine the organizational features of the formation of this institution, the conditions of its activity, as well
as the reasons for the greater loyalty of «judges from the people» to the defendants than professional judges. The
authors come to the conclusion that the main reasons for the acquittal verdicts of jurors lie not in its unsatisfactory
composition, but in the weakness of the preliminary investigation, the inconclusiveness of evidence, deviations
from the prescriptions of Judicial statutes governing criminal proceedings involving jurors. The «judges of
consciencey, acting according to their personal conviction, paid attention to the personality of the defendant, the
motives driving him and the real social danger of the committed act. In the activities of this institute, the
inconsistencies of the current Penal Code and the punitive system with the new principles of the administration
of justice proclaimed by the Judicial Reform of 1864, as well as the requirements of humanism and social justice,
were clearly manifested.
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
