Annotation: The work indicates that children who regularly use the Internet have become commonplace in
modern society, and currently the number of users aged 12 to 24 is 18% of all Internet users in Russia. At the
same time, children are the most vulnerable to the criminogenic influence of an Internet group, in connection
with which the author considers such a socio-legal phenomenon as Internet grooming. Based on the study, a
definition of Internet grooming is given, its goals and phases, as well as types of groomers, are analyzed. The
main purpose of Internet grooming is called unlawful, immoral acts that encroach on public relations protected
by criminal law. Such types of groomers as «caregiver», «adaptable» and «hypersexual» are distinguished and
described. The phases of Internet grooming determine the following stages in the development of relationships
between a child and an attacker: the formation of friendship and relationships, risk assessment, isolation phase,
intimate phase. Against the backdrop of the harmful effects of Internet grooming, which is currently outside the
legal field in Russia, the state and society are faced with the task of creating a safe environment for children and
adolescents using the Internet. The article concludes that the criminal protection of children and adolescents from
sexual exploitation in cyberspace, taking into account the criminological situation in the country, requires
increased attention.
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
