Annotation: The article is devoted to the issue of mastering by students of modern multidisciplinary higher
education institutions a discipline that is the basis for the training of future lawyers using the provisions of Roman
law and Latin terminology. The subject of the article is the educational process of studying the course «Theory
of State and Law» in the structure of legal education in the Russian Federation. The purpose of the article is to
determine the effectiveness of the use of Roman law and Latin terminology as important tools in the development
of the basic academic discipline of modern jurisprudence. As part of the research methodology, emphasis is
placed on empirical methods (analysis of pedagogical and methodological literature on the research problem,
observation of the pedagogical process), as well as a system-activity approach.

Emphasizing the development of student activity as a factor in the intensification of the learning process, the
author considers auxiliary elements as an effective way in mastering the training course. The article concludes
that auxiliary elements, in particular Roman law and Latin terminology, broaden the horizons of a future
specialist, enhance his intellectual potential, and also increase the cognitive interest of students in the study of
other legal disciplines. The results of the study can be used in the educational process when teaching the discipline
«Theory of State and Law» in universities of a legal profile.
