Annotation:  Such a popular category of law and morality, as the principle of the talion, is considered in the
article. The talion, better known in its old testament interpretation («an eye for an eye, a tooth for a tooth»), is a
typical socio-regulatory mechanism of the primitive era, but its various manifestations can be observed in modern
social and legal life. First, as a regulatory tool that restrains destructive aggressiveness of a person, the talion is
in demand in situations of complex interpersonal and social conflicts. Secondly, echoes of talion as a principle of
punitive justice are present in the criminal legal systems of many peoples, including in Russian criminal law. The
authors argue that the principle of equality of citizens before the law, the principle of justice, the principle of
humanism, outlined in the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation, are historically associated with the problem
of talion.

The principle of equal justice, often perceived as a triumph of justice (for example, the demand for the death
penalty for murder), is updated in the ordinary legal consciousness due to imperfect implementation and
inconsistency of criminal law measures. In addition, in a multi-ethnic Russia, criminal policy should take into
account socio-psychological characteristics and cultural and legal traditions of various peoples.
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
