Annotation: The article deals with the theoretical aspects of the import substitution issue study, which are
fundamental for the correct practical implementation of the relevant policy in various sectors of domestic
production. The authors analyzed various definitions given by foreign, Russian and Kazakh scientists who applied
to the study of the problem of import substitution, as a result of which several approaches were identified. An
attempt is made to distinguish such related concepts as import substitution and protectionism, due to the erroneous
identification of which countries implementing import substitution policies, in practice, unnecessarily patronize
domestic production, introduce high customs duties, which negatively affects the competitiveness of the market.
The authors also considered the export-oriented policy, which is largely opposed to import substitution, where
several controversial points were noted defining the concepts as mutually exclusive.
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
