Annotation: The article systematizes the factors of the development of socio-economic systems in different
regions of Russia, the differences between historically formed regional socio-economic systems from each other.
The authors conclude that it is necessary to use different approaches and methods to stimulate the economic
activity of individual regions. Therefore, the search for directions and ways of inducing the economy in the region,
rebooting the trajectory of its development remain urgent problems, which this study is aimed at solving.

The objectives of the study included determining the directions and points of economic growth that can act as
locomotives of development for other or related industries. According to the authors, municipal growth points, a
special economic zone of Novocheboksarsk or the creation of a regional creative cluster can become such for the
Chuvash Republic.

Having no significant reserves of natural resources, the Chuvash Republic has a certain surplus of labor, and with
high educational and professional qualifications. This opens up opportunities for the formation of a regional
growth point on the territory of the republic for the development of creative industries, production and
exploitation of intellectual property. The creation of a creative cluster on the territory of Chuvashia will allow the
fullest use of the formed high level of educational and creative potential of the population, increase the
attractiveness of the region. At the same time, in order to prevent the leakage of creative and talented youth from
the republic, high-tech and environmentally safe production facilities capable of creating high added value are
needed.
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
