Annotation: In the proposed publication, the authors analyzed the ten-year practice of applying in the Russian
criminal process a special procedure for making a court decision when concluding a pre-trial agreement on
cooperation, provided for by Chapter 40.1 of the Criminal procedure code of the Russian Federation. Based on
the study of statistical indicators of the Judicial Department of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation, the
authors came to the conclusion that the level of use of this legal institution by preliminary investigation bodies
and courts is estimated as low, significantly inferior to the level of use of the «deal with justice» in the United
States, Germany and several other foreign countries. Raised the issue of deliberate false testimony and slander
the accused innocent persons in the framework of the concluded pre-trial agreement on cooperation and some
other reasons explaining the unpopularity of the studied administration of justice. The authors tried to find
possible ways to improve legislation and investigative and judicial practice in order to preserve and further
develop, expand and improve the effectiveness of the use of cooperation with the investigation of the person who
is being prosecuted in connection with the crime committed by him.
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
