Annotation: The development of the state, law and the economy, as well as the emergence of new, previously
unknown threats, entails a significant modernization of the criminal policy, which is expressed also in a change
in the approaches to valuation criteria enshrined in criminal law. In this regard, the article attempts to demonstrate
the evolution of criminal law regulations in the field under consideration, giving rise to intra-industry conflicts
that significantly reduce the preventive level and effectiveness of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation in
combating crime. Particular emphasis is placed on the collisions of the norms of the General and Special Parts of
the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation in determining the signs and significance of the state of intoxication
in the legal assessment of the offense, in establishing the grounds for exemption from criminal liability in the
event of tax crimes, as well as on the fragmentation of the cost criteria underlying the criminalization of acts and
differentiation of criminal liability. Their current legal and technical interpretation entails a violation of the
fundamental ideas of the criminal law enshrined in Art. 3—7 of the Criminal Code. The necessity of conducting a
thorough audit of the criminal law in the system of value attributes is substantiated, their unification is proposed.
