Annotation:  The article uses the works of Russian historians and written sources of medieval Russia to consider
some historical and legal aspects of the formation of the territory of North-Eastern Russia. The object of study is
to overcome the feudal fragmentation of Russia, to unite Russian lands within the borders of North-Eastern
Russia, and to centralize state power. The role of the Grand Duke of Vladimir and Moscow, the sovereign of all
Russia Ivan Il Vasilyevich and his son, the Grand Prince of Vladimir and Moscow, the sovereign of all Russia
Vasily 111 lvanovich, is particularly highlighted in the unification of Russian lands. The unification of Russian
lands around Moscow, the expansion of the territory of Russia, and the centralization of power were not an
exception in European history, but rather corresponded to the General course of development of a number of
European States. At the same time, speaking about the similarity in the unification of North-Eastern Russia and
the countries of Western and South-Western Europe, the author also highlights some features related to the
unification of North-Eastern Russia.
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
